Food City London

Ash Sakula led a team developing a masterplan

for a £2bn development on the site of New Covent
Garden Market in Vauxhall, south London, adjacent
to the new US Embassy quarter. The vision for

New City London involves extending the existing
wholesale market offer with a range of new uses
including housing leisure, retail and education to
establish a whole new urban quarter based around
food.

The 57 acre site, the size of London’s St James’ Park,
will have a refurbished and enlarged market, a

food college, hotels, shops and restaurants, a social
enterprise food centre, experimental urban farming,
and homes for 2,700 Londoners.

We are currently working up detailed designs for
the south gateway building, in the foreground of
the view below.

Leicester Waterside

Venice and Amsterdam were the inspiration for a
vision for how a canalside post-industrial area of
Leicester could provide a mixed use development
of waterside offices, shops, restaurants, a hotel and
homes incorporating and reusing existing buildings.

The additional cost of the new canals is recouped
by the additional premium for waterside properties.
In place of a garden, each house has a large roof
terrace.

Tibby’s Triangle, Southwold

We have recently completed a new mixed use
quarter in the heart of this beautiful, unspoilt
seaside town in Suffolk, immediately adjacent to St
Edmund’s churchyard. On a site of this sensitivity,
working with the grain of the local context was
crucial.

Built around a market square there are shops

and a café. Further into the site are thirty four
houses and apartments, ten affordable, all built to
high standards of sustainability. A new road and
footpaths connects the new quarter through to the
rest of town.

St Botolph’s, Colchester

Deptford

A market quarter outside the new station in
Deptford, south-east London on the site of London’s
earliest railway, working in collaboration with
Rogers Stirk Habour and Partners.

The proposal turns a former goods yard into a major
new open space hosting a daily market. The arches
of a historic Victorian carriage ramp become market
units and cafés.

We have recently submitted a planning application
for this scheme and its adjacent enabling
development.

We
have now achieved planning
permission for this development
in a sensitive conservation area
and are currently completing
tender drawings.

Exemplary sustainability

We acknowledge that construction is inherently

a counter-ecological activity. So we believe that
true ecological sustainability comes from making
buildings that carry on being useful and well-
loved for a very long time. We use future scenarios
planning to lock in flexibility of use and bed new
architecture into old contexts.

Our new building for Huddersfield’s Media Centre
for instance is set among listed buildings, and
was opened by HM the Queen in May 2007. It
contains 52 creative studios with touch down and
social spaces to build the business community. It
is naturally ventilated using an innovative passive
solar chimney between an inner and outer facade,
developed in conjunction with the BRE (Building
Research Establishment). Air is pre-cooled in a rock
cellar in summer and pre-warmed in winter using
a ground source heat pump. The double facade
allows you to open windows, while shielding you
from the noise of the adjacent ring road.

At the Hothouse in Hackney (lower image) a large
array of photovoltaic panels provides useful power
as well as attractively roofing a rooftop gallery.
